Topic:   MIDWEST FIGURE SKATERS COMPETE IN QUAD CITIES

Figure skaters from around the Midwest will vie for medals at the 14th Annual Quad City Championships, June 11-13, 2010 at The River’s Edge, formerly known as Quad City Sports Center, in Davenport, Iowa.  The Figure Skating Club of the Quad Cities will host over 100 competitors throughout the weekend event.  Beginning and advanced skaters of all ages will be contending for podium placement.  Eighty events and testing are scheduled over three days.  Skating judges are traveling from around the United States to evaluate skills and technical performance. 





Basic skills programs will start off the competition on June 12th at 9:00 a.m. as skaters illustrate their ability to execute distinct skill level footwork, spins and jumps. Compulsory events, basic skills, jumps, spins, and championship free skating programs will be held Saturday from 9:00 a.m. through 7:50 p.m.  On Sunday, June 13th competitors will perform championship freeskate, dance and artistic programs with themed costumes.  Artistic programs are judged on originality, creativity and musical interpretation.  Sunday, June 13th events are scheduled from 8:15 a.m. until 12:15 p.m.  Public viewing of the competition is free and offers an opportunity to see talented figure skaters in action.    





The River’s Edge offers U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills Program, through the City of Davenport Parks and Recreation Department, where kids and adults can learn to skate.  Figure Skating Club of the Quad Cities members often begin their skating dreams with the Basic Skills snowplow class and advance to learning axels, toe loops, salchows and sit spins.  Youth and adults often advance their skills and join the River’ Edge synchronized skating teams for fun and friendship.  With the recent completion of the 2010 Winter Olympics, the Championships offer a taste of figure skating in our own backyard, one of the few rinks in our Region.
